seniors; and  

 

WHEREAS, hunger continues to grow and directly or indirectly affects every Vermonter; and  

 

WHEREAS, the solutions to hunger begin with education, advocacy, and action within every 

Vermont community; and  

 

WHEREAS, Vermonters have an opportunity to participate in a meaningful way that will 

engage the community, raise awareness, and make a tangible contribution in the fight against 

hunger in Vermont; and 

 

WHEREAS, the Harpoon Point to Point presented by National Life Group bicycle ride was 

created in 2002 to raise funds for the Vermont Foodbank’s mission to ensure no one in Vermont 

goes hungry; and 

 

NOW, THEREFORE, I, Peter Shumlin, Governor, do hereby proclaim August 13, 2016 as
