created as The Badge of Military Merit, made of purple cloth in the
shape of a heart with the word “Merit” sewn upon it, on August 7,
1782, in Newburgh, New York by General George Washington,
then reestablished as the Purple Heart on February 22, 1932, by
General Douglas MacArthur; and

the heritage it represents is sacred to those who know the price paid
to wear the Purple Heart; and

August 7th is nationally recognized as Purple Heart Day.
