WHEREAS,  preventing ageism in education, employment, housing and healthcare will benefit all 

Vermonters; and 

 

WHEREAS,  recognizing that it is up to all of us to ensure older adults are respected and portrayed 

as capable, competent, effective and valued in all areas of society; and 

 

WHEREAS,  ageism awareness and preventing ageism benefits all Vermonters by improving the 

quality of life within Vermont.
