deliver innovative options to consumers; and

during the COVID-19 pandemic, the vending and convenience services industry
served as an essential industry, providing food and beverages to fuel first responders
and other critical industries; and

Vermont is proud of all the small business owners in the state who own vending
companies; and

the industry stands uniquely equipped to service food deserts and underserved
communities throughout the nation through its supply chain, commissary and unique

“last-foot” distribution expertise; and

the National Automatic Merchandising Association (NAMA) has designated March
7, 2024 as “National Vending Day”.
